* A QR code that certifies your "student status" and its validity via
a smartphone or a simple QR code reader.

The purpose of the student card has always been to allow
identification of student status. In recent years, most student
cards have evolved becoming multi-service cards. Now, through
the ESC not only student status and identity are recognized
everywhere in Europe, but it can also allow you to get easy access

to services without the need to register for a new card during your
mobility.

After an experimental phase and as a 1¢t step, the card will allow
you to register at any library and enjoy the services provided
(book borrowing, online resources, WIFI, printing, etc.) in all the
campuses of the EDUC Alliance.
